Day one: Departure from Vancouver 

Board your transpacific flight to the Capital city of Japan, Tokyo. 

Day two: Arrival at Tokyo 

Arrive at Tokyo Narita Airport.You will be met and assisted to board the airport limousine bus and transferred 

to the hotel. Stay at Keio Plaza Hotel or similar. 

Day three: Tokyo full tour 

A full day experience ancient Tokyo visit in the cutting edge technology city, Tokyo including the visits to 

Tokyo Tower Observatory, tea ceremony in Japanese garden, Imperial Palace Plaza. After Barbecue lunch at 

Chinzanso, enjoy sightseeing boat up the Sumida River and visit Asakusa Kannon Temple. Stay at Keio Plaza 

Hotel or similar. 

Day four: Tokyo – Nikko - Tokyo 

Another full day excursion to Nikko by motorcoach. Morning,visit Toshogu Shrine and Irohazaka zigzag 

driveway up to the mountains. After Japanese-style lunch at local restaurant, visit like Chuzenji and kegon 

Waterfall. Irohazaka zigzag driveway down the mountains and drive back to Ginza, and explore Ginza on your 

own for the rest of the night. Stay at Keio Plaza Hotel or similar. 

Day five: Tokyo – Kamakura - Tokyo 

Local train journey to Hase via Kamakura. Walking to the Great Buddha and Hase Kannon Temple. A Japanese 

style lunch. Return to Kamakura by Edo-Den train. Afternoon another walking tour to Tsurugaoka 

Hachimangu Shrine through the second and third Torii gates. Walk back to Kamakura station via Komachi 

shopping street. Get back to Tokyo station by train and free on your own for the rest of the night. Stay at Keio 

Plaza Hotel or similar. 

Day six: Tokyo – MT. Fuji - Hakone 

Deluxe motor coach to the foot of Mt. Fuji. Drive halfway up Japan’s highest mountain to enjoy a spectacular 

view from a height of 2,300 meters. Enjoy Japanese style lunch. Afternoon, cruising on Lake Ashi and Mt 

Komagatake Aerial cableway in Hakone. Stay at Hakone Hotel Kowaki-en or similar. 

Day seven: Hakone – Nagoya - Toba 

Transfer to Odawara station and board a Shinkansen ( the bullet train) for Nagoya, visit Toyota 

Commemorative Museum of Industry and Technology and Nagoya castle. Transfer to Nagoya station and

Day eight: Toba – Ise - Toba 

Visit Mikimoto Pearl Island and Ise Jingu Shrine. Return to Kyoto by limited express. Stay at Kyoto Tokyu 

hotel in Kyoto or similar. 

Day nine: Kyoto – Nara - Kyoto 

Morning sightseeing in Kyoto, visiting Golden Pavillion, Nijo Castle with gorgeous interiors (When Nijo Castle 

is closed, visit Ryoanji Temple instead), and Kyoto Imperial Palace ( when closed, visit Kitano Tenmangu 

Shrine or Higashi Honganji Temple instead). After lunch at Kyoto Handicraft Center, excursion to Nara, the 

first permanent capital of Japan. Visit Todaiji Temple housing Great Buddha, colorful Kasuga Shrine with 

3,000 lanterns, and Deer Park. Return to Kyoto after the tour. Stay at Kyoto Tokyu hotel in Kyoto or similar.  

Day ten: Kyoto 

Free to explore Kyoto on your own. (Walking map will be provided). Stay at Kyoto Tokyu hotel in Kyoto or 

similar. 

Day eleven: Kyoto to Kansai Airport 

Free at leisure until departure, transfer to Osaka Kansai airport by seat sharing van to fly to your next 

destination or home town. ( Departure time is announced to your hotel on the day before.)
